A668: APPROVAL OF PREVIOUS MINUTES: To agree the minutes of the Parish Council held on 7th February 2019. Cllr Everitt proposed the minutes were signed as a true and correct record of events.

Cllr Wotton proposed the PC invest in a copy, unanimously agreed. The clerk to order from SALC.
Discuss agenda for Annual Parish Forum – 24th April 2019 (2/3 items might encourage people to come) – nothing bringing the local committees together. Work together to do something significant for the village a shared goal.  Encourage sport back into the village.  Sport in the Village – what’s our goal! Village Shop 
A673: BUDGET 
Discuss financial planning and agree a sum for annual donations. 
Cllr Wotton and the clerk have been working on a spreadsheet to make the budget user friendly and has enlisted the help of Alison Wood who is an accountant and neighbour to help make it more user friendly for the clerk.  
Cllr Wotton discussed the amount of requests we get each year for donations and proposed the PC agree a maximum total which would be a fixed cost, the PC has this year spent £960 in donations therefore proposed a total of £1500.00 for discretionary gifts/donations annually, which was unanimously agreed. 
To discuss increase remuneration for footpath maintenance regarding email received by parish clerk.  Cllr Martin had contacted Keith Rollason to discuss the increased workload that he now carries out in the village.  The PC discussed the actual cost as suggested by Keith Rollason in his email and decided that his annual contract should be renewed and Cllr Buckle proposed that the annual total should be increased to £800, unanimously agreed.  £550 had already been paid last month and therefore the balance of £250.00 was raised by cheque for this financial year. 
A674: TELEPHONE BOX PAINTING 
Discuss renovation to telephone box and the cost of putting a seat in for bus users.  The clerk has not had any interest from parishioners since the request was put in the parish news so it was suggested an item for discussion at the Annual Parish Forum on 25th April.
A675: VILLAGE HALL & PLAYING FIELDS TRUST 
Cllr Buckle said the wedding fair was a good networking event and there is now a Big Breakfast scheduled for Saturday 23rd March and Slimming World are going from strength to strength.  
Cllr Buckle tendered her resignation to the Chairman which now leaves a vacancy on the Parish Council with responsibilities to be filled by someone who is on the VH&PF Trust. 
Cllr Everitt thanked Jackie for her hard work over the many years of service as a parish councillor and presented her with a bouquet of flowers. 
A676: PLAY PARK REPAIRS 
Cllr Maddock has had a date for installation of the new gate the week commencing 1st April at which time FAWNS will repair the ground in front of the swings.  When she gets a confirmed date she will meet them so that they know exactly where the new gate is going, but if unable to do that will contact the clerk to arrange another Councillor to be there.  The monthly inspection forms were handed to the clerk.  
A677: CORRESPONDENCE – Parish Council and Meeting Training on Planning, Email regarding a parish map for the website, Submission of Local Plan Part II, Sites & Policies, NALC Consultation of Flood Defences, Budget Proposals from SCC, Parish Information Bulletin.  Cllr Everitt brought along a current parish map which could be put on the website.
