St. Dustan’s Plaque – Cllr Blackburn reported following an email from Cllr Payne who had looked into the Section 38 of the planning approval , who confirmed that once the site had been adopted, that Highways would become responsible for the verge on which the stone & plaque stands. After discussion it was proposed by Cllr McDowell that Cllr Blackburn write to the owners of Sunridge (property directly behind the stone) and advise them of the current position. In the past they have indicated that they were happy to mow the grass verge surrounding the stone & plaque. The PC would confirm that if they were willing to continue with the upkeep it would be greatly appreciated, but if they felt that they were unable to do so for whatever reason, then the PC would ask Keith Rollason (footpath contractor) to include this in his annual duties. Village Shop
Cllr Blackburn reported that Max Cotton has been offered a contract to run the Post Office from his farm shop. It is hope that the transfer would run smoothly. Initially the Post Office have requested a 3 month consultation period  to the transfer, but as this application has been ongoing for two months it was hoped that this would be waived and that the shop would open in late February.
