Two members of the public were present.
Fiona Everitt Treasurer of Baltonsborough Village Hall and Playing Field came to the meeting with various estimates for the renew/ repair & replacement work
Discussed at the last meeting. Lighting had been estimated at £4,000, a Biomas Heating system between £50,000 & £80,000 and kitchen £10,000. It suggested that match funding could be obtained for some of these. Fiona left details of expenditure from last year for the PC to view. This issue is on- going and would be discussed further in the main part of the meeting.

CC Nigel Woollcombe=Adams came to the meeting and gave a report regarding the Local Plan. Minor amendments had been recommended, plus three major amendments 

1. Railway Line – Cranmore / Shepton Mallet would be taken out of the ‘protected area’

2.Specifically identified fields on the Wells to Cheddar road will be removed from the Green Belt on both sides of the road. Rather than on one side as suggested.
3. Wording on numbers of planning applications granted in the 5 year plan would be changed from’ minimum’ to ‘minima’

Fracking – Initial findings indicated that this would not affect the Mendip Area as there were no viable sites identified in Somerset Area. Somerset’s view that they would look application should they arise on individual merit.
