· Cllr Blackburn reported that TABS has implemented a weekly community car scheme to the new Farm Shop on Monday afternoons and it is working very well.  Item will be taken off the agenda.

· Cllr Tucker is in communication with Chubb Bullied Solicitors to establish land ownership and will report his findings at the next meeting. Agenda next month.

· Cllr Buckle reported that the AGM was well supported and Don Carter had been appointed Chairman with Mike Tucker and Dave Sanderson assisting.

A12: ITEMS FROM COUNCILLORS
· Cllr Sherrard has received confirmation that the War Memorial now has listed building status.  He informed the meeting that although he will be stepping down as a councillor this term, he is willing to oversee the War Memorial in the future.  Proposed Cllr Blackburn, unanimously agreed.
· Cllr Payne confirmed she had completed the online House Extension Design Guide.
· Cllr Buckle has been contacted by two parishioners questioning whether planning permission was required for the new sleepers laid outside Hambush Farm.  Cllr Medlicott to contact the owners in the first instance and report to Cllr McDowell.  Agenda next month.
· Cllr Buckle raised the question of putting a weight restriction on Tootle Bridge since it has been repaired.  Cllr McDowell will contact Highways. Agenda next month.
· Cllr Medlicott and Payne have noticed several stiles and signs on footpaths in the village which have been broken.
· Cllr Payne raised the question of difficult access across footpaths which cross farmland planted with maize.  Cllr McDowell to contact Mr Dibble.  
· Cllr Sherrard proposed that the Clerk contact SCC on the issues and report back at the next meeting. Council agreed motion passed. Agenda next month.
