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	Cllr Fox welcomed Felix Marsh(Rural Housing Enabler) to the meeting who had come along to discuss the possibility of a new survey taking place in Baltonsborough. This survey would be free of charge and would 

take in the whole village. Survey forms would be delivered by  volunteers to every home. He advised us that a new draft survey form had been submitted to Mendip District Council for their approval and no firm decision had been made with regard to its format/ questions etc.
He explained his role was as a neutral supporter of Affordable Housing and his links with Parishes/ Councils and Housing associations throughout Somerset.

After discussion it was felt that we could not progress to making a decision until such time as a format for the questionnaire had been decided. Mr. Marsh agreed to forward a copy of the new questionnaire as soon as it was available and would then be pleased to come back to discuss the survey in greater detail.
