A691: APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE – Cllr Maddock 
A692: DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST: Members to declare any interests they may have in agenda items that accord with the requirements of the Council’s Code of Conduct.  None declared.
A693: APPROVAL OF PREVIOUS MINUTES: To agree the minutes of the Parish Council held on Thursday 4th April 2019 Cllr Jordain proposed the minutes were signed as true and correct record of events, unanimously agreed. 
A694: PLANNING APPLICATIONS
2019/0522/LBC – Repairs to the external fabric of the listed building.  Ham Street Farm, Ham Street, Baltonsborough.  Cllr Blackburn proposed the decision be left to the planning department, unanimously agreed. 
2019/0791/FUL – Erection of an annexe and covered walkway between existing offices and proposed annexe. Orchard Neville House, Ham Street, Baltonsborough.  Cllr Blackburn proposed recommend approval, unanimously agreed. 
2019/0763/HSE – Erection of first floor extension and new covered entrance to roadside elevation and erection of boundary wall.  Valley House, Ham Street, Baltonsborough.  Cllr Everitt proposed recommend approval, unanimously agreed.

Cllr Everitt proposed the cheques were signed, unanimously agreed. 
A697: CLERK’S REPORT
Bank Reconciliation – Current Account £16,893.15, Play Park Account £9805.62, Business Reserve £8102.53

RECEIPTS £25.50 play park a/c & £15,000 to current a/c
Cllr Wotton will visit the Bank to amalgamate the two reserve accounts together and to transfer £2170.80 from the play park account to the current account as agreed at the 7th February parish council meeting. 
Parish News – June 2019 – thank you to the person responsible for cleaning the telephone box.
Cllr Medlicott joined the meeting at 7:35pm
A698: CLERK’s SALARY – Discuss annual increase in salary. The annual increase would take the clerk’s salary to £9.96 an hour however Cllr Jordain proposed the salary increased the hourly rate to the next increment of £10.16 

which would be backdated to 1st April, unanimously agreed. 
A699: OPEN SPACES PROJECT – As Cllr Maddock was unable to attend the meeting the item was postponed to the next meeting.  Cllr Wotton will get together with the chairman of the Village Hall committee to discuss the division of responsibilities. 
A700: COUNCIL INSURANCE QUOTATIONS – Compare quotes with existing Came & Co policy. The clerk brought along two quotations one from Zurich which compared favourably to the current insurance policy. The cost was £745.82 or £689.26 if we enter into a 3 year LTA.  Also BHIB Insurance Brokers at £605.29.  The PC agreed that the Zurich quotation was very competitive and Cllr Blackburn proposed we accept Zurich Insurance LTA quotation at £689.26, which was unanimously agreed.  The clerk will organise the cancellation of the old policy and the instruction to Zurich accepting their policy.
A701: TREE PLANTING – Cllr Blackburn suggested that the newly planted trees should be re-mulched and Cllr Wotton offered to donate some mulch to the orchard.  The trees along the opposite side of the orchard are in need of surgery and Cllr Blackburn will get some quotes, unanimously agreed.   
A702: VILLAGE HALL & PLAYING FIELDS TRUST 
Village Hall Telephone & Broadband – discuss the BT costs to the village hall ref email from Mike Tucker.  Cllr Everitt agreed to getting a cheaper option, unanimously agreed. 
Discuss the cost request for payment of annual playing fields maintenance - £3667. Cllr Blackburn explained that we took on the responsibility of the grass cutting when the Trust was having difficulty and proposed that the PC support the request again this year, unanimously agreed.   A cheque was raised for £3667.00

Cllr Wotton explained that we are going to look at separating the playing fields from the village hall and if that happened the playing fields would be supported by the PC.  
Baltonsborough Community Association has been wound up and given the funds to the VH&PF Trust.  Cllr Wotton would ask if they would be willing to transfer the funds into an open spaces project.
