3. The management committee to have the power to co-opt up to three additional members of the committee to serve until the next AGM as further management trustees.

4. Any adult resident of Baltonsborough to have the right to attend and vote at the AGM.

5. Power be given to the committee to call an Extraordinary Meeting of residents of the Parish(specifying the business of the meeting) subject to 21 days prior notice having been given by public display.”
